SWEDISH VALLHUND SOCIETY DESCRIPTION (BESKRIVNINGSPROTOKOL)
TO BE HELD ON 3RD APRIL 2011 AT AND IN CONJUNCTION WITH OUR BREED OPEN SHOW.

The Swedish Vallhund Society is holding a description day along with the club show this year. The committee is aware that our Mother club regularly holds these days for owners each year but we have to take into consideration the costs involved.

Your committee have decided to try again this year as we have not held one since the last summer camp a few years ago when Barbro Carlson (Describer) and Britta Hammerstrom (Scribe) came over. This was held at the Canine Academy where we used to hold our shows and this event was very well attended held along with a tricks workshop and barbeque.
This year we have asked the very first person ever to be a qualified describer and also another person who has been describing for many years namely Peter Erlandsson and Ewa Sundin from Sweden (details below). These days they work with the protocol and a computer so each person’s dog will be handed their completed sheet after the dog has been seen.

WHAT IS A DESCRIPTION or as known in Sweden BESKRIVNINGSPROTOKOL

This is very different to a judge and the show scene. Each dog is looked at not only as a whole including movement, but every part of the dog is assessed, head, ears, eyes, width, bone and coat to make up a full picture.

As there is never a perfect dog (even though we might think ours is), each dog will have its stronger and weaker points. This does not take anything away from the dog in question so please members do no think ‘oh I don’t want my dog looked at because of this or that’. In Sweden these statistics are published so members can look at the results and find, perhaps, something they like better in a sire or dam that they need to correct in the dog they wish to mate.

However, because of the way the English think, we will instead give the owner the sheet to keep and then the club will just record the statistics such as length, width, girth, weight, height, colour etc and give a number for each dog and not a name. This is due to the Kennel clubs requirements that we keep regular statistics which we must send into the Kennel Club at intervals. So with this in mind we will hope to start the task of what is expected of us by the Kennel Club.

We can only do 16 in a day, particularly if held with a show, so this is on a first come basis. If you are a pet member please feel welcome to come along as this event is open to ALL members.

If some people do not manage to get a place this time we will contact you with regard to bringing your dogs as a priority next time as we aim to cover everyone at least who is an accredited breeder in our breed. We also hope to cover as many pets as possible over the next two years or so. This way we can make up an over view of the statistics in this country as Sweden does.
