General observation; most heads were typical of the breed, some light eyes, all had harness markings and facial markings to give the spitz look.

It is the fronts which appeared to give the most concern. Front legs were over curved in fore arm to allow for chest. This affected front movement and made for some to ‘toe out’ somewhat.

VETERAN DOG

1.  Millard/Bayliss Ch sunfires Heads Up At Elrond (imp)

Well balanced dog of 12 years, Good head pattrn, square jaw, good reach of neck and correct front. Firm topline and correct croup. Nicley boned and in good jacket and moved well front and rear. B VET in show

MINOR PUPPY DOG

1. West Starvon Talk of the Town

Only 7 months old but will live up to his name in the not too distant future. Lovely eye and expression. Good neck and shoulder. Lovely turn of stifle and short upright hocks. Well of for bone, neat feet, a little bum high at the moment and needs to develop in chest, but all that one would expect at this age. Certainly one to watch. BPIS

PUPPY DOG

1. West Starvon Talk of the Town

JUNIOR DOG

1. Lewis Starvon Spirit of Christmas

Nice head and eye, Good stop and ear carriage. Well of for neck, needs to drop down at croup. Over bent forearm which made toe out.

GRADUATE DOG

1. Kennedy Upton Rebus

Typical head pattern, nice eye, moulded foreface. Good front angles, correct shape and depth of chest. Although a little playful on the move when settled moved well.

2. Lewis Spirit of Christmas

POSTGRADUATE DOG

1. West Starvon Reach for the Stars

Lovely outline to this young dog. Terrific neck, lovely front angles, good head, lovely expressive eye. Correct for height to length ratio, v good coat, good bend of stifle and short upright hocks. Movem,net was good and true. Litter brother to my eventual BIS and will in time, be, I am sure a future CH as he has all the right credentials. RES BEST DOG
2. Brewer & Manning Hurstfield Victory Spirit of Toidi

Not the expression of 1. Nice head pattern, good neck and shoulders. Firm top line, would prefer shorter hocks.

LIMIT DOG (6,1)
1. Allsop Eldhastens Bobbo Viking (imp swe)

Very typy dog of pleasing out line. Masculine head without being course. Dark expressive eye, good ear carriage, good arched neck into well lay of shoulder. Correct chest in shape and depth. Good length and angle to upper arm with just the right amount of curve, straight forelegs and neat feet. Firm level topline, broad slightly loping croup. Good turn of stifle. Moved and showed very well. Should gain his title. BEST DOG, RES BEST IN SHOW

2. Sibley Peakdreams Kinder Scout at Thorjakker

One I have judges before. Again a good breed type, lovely head pattern, dark eye, straight forelegs, neat feet, in good coat. A little shorter in back than 1 but moved well.

3. Cameron & Woods Starvon Off the Cuff for Bowkol

OPEN DOG (4,1)

1. Etches & Bayliss Ch Hurstfield Red Rayda ShCM

Another I have judges before. A worthy champion. A good breed type, good head pattern, nice reach of neck, good front, firm topline, correct angles at rear. Moved well.

2. Phillips Linmays Master Magician

Balance dog that moved well. Lighter in bone and a little bold in eye and a little flat in front pasterns but of good breed type.

3. Lewis Captian Fantastic Sh CM

VETERAN BITCH

1. Kennedy Tallinval Blossom of Upton

9 years old. Nice head, dark eye, good ear set, well of for neck, nice angles in front. Level topline, moved a little wide in front.

JUNIOR BITCH

1. Parton Starvon Santas Surprise

14 months old. Needs a little more time to for fill its potential. Sweet feminine head, dark eye, good ear set, ample neck, nice lay of shoulder. Good front, level topline, broad sloping croup and good turn of stifle. Short hocks, neat feet and moved well.
POSTGRADUATE BITCH 3

1. Millard & Bayliss Hurstfield Time for a Tail

Lovely character to this bitch enjoyed every minute. Sweet head, dark expressive eye, good ear set, nice front and rear angles. Level topline, good croup, very sound mover.

2. Cameron & Woods Castleavery Gold Gaiety for Bowkol

Head handles well. Ample neck, good front, nice depth of chest, level topline. Good stifle angles, good rear movement.

3. Amon Oneraan De Gele Berg Ylra at Pepperthyme (imp)

LIMIT BITCH 3

1. Amon Pepperthyme Moulia Rocks

Little to separate from 1&2 in this class. They both had correct head patterns, dark eyes, good fronts and level toplines. Just preferred movement and turn of stifle on 1. RES BEST BITCH

2. Millard Vastgota True Topaz for Karmore (imp)

Feminine bitch puched hard for 1st place. Movement just letting her down today.

3. Maddern Upton Riddle

OPEN BITCH 5(1)

1. West Ch Starvon Rumour Has It.

Cracking bitch of just 19 months. Found her out standing in all departments. Lovely head pattern, sweetest of eye, correct ear set. Arched neck into good lay of shoulder, nicely angled and length of upper arm, deep chest of egg shape, correct curve of upper arm and straight forelegs. Level topline, light tuck up, broad sloping croup and very well angulated at rear. Short upright hocks, neat feet, she fitted the breed standard ratios and her overall balance and shape ‘filled the eye’ as her construction suggested. She moved with ease and soundness, a pleasure to have judges her. BEST BITCH AND BIS.

2. Allsop Toidi Moonlight Magic at Thornevald.

This bitch is probably the reason I enjoy this breed. Now 6 years old and I think 3 or 4 times of judging her still acting as the 1st time as a puppy. Very feminine, good head pattern, dark expressive eye, lovely neck and shoulder. Correct front, level topline, good set of tail, still moves well.

3. Amon Ch Pepperthyme Coral Bay
